In the hands of Wu JianOan, the traditional Chinese medium of paper cut becomes a means of exploring an idiosyncratic
range of iconographic source material culled from all over the world. One of the two contemporary artists who
represented China at the 2017 Venice Biennale, Wu JianOan has pushed the boundaries of traditional paper cut
techniques into the contemporary realm. In his work "Capturing Solitary Hill," Wu JianOan takes Chinese folklore as his
inspiration, and depicts mythical beings able to transform between human and organic forms. As in many ancient
cultures, a close link between humanity and nature was established through folk tales and myth, which in turn fostered
